Children are introduced to Spanish from Year 3 and receive weekly lessons throughout their time in Key Stage 2. Lessons across the Key Stage
support the skills of speaking, listening, reading and writing. Children are taught to listen attentively to spoken language and respond, joining in with
songs, rhymes and games. Lessons are designed to be fun and interactive, allowing plenty of opportunity to practice their vocabulary knowledge.
At the end of the year, children take part in a Spanish café where they can apply their knowledge and we celebrate the children’s learning and
showcase conversational skills. This is also used for an end of year assessment by the class teacher.

Throughout the year, children take part in whole school cultural days, including Early Years and KS1. This allows the children to have a knowledge
and understanding of the world around them and the variety of languages which are spoken in different parts of the world.
